Cochrane District Childcare Resource Services

A presentation on the Cochrane District Childcare Resource Services (CDCRS) was given by Cathy
Courville and Lisa Lamarche of Community Living Timmins. CDCRS is a program that works with
community partners and agencies to facilitate early intervention and successful inclusion of
children diagnosed with special needs, into licensed childcare programs throughout the district.
They are responsible for evaluating the quality of special needs programming and use of
resources for over 20 childcare centres from Timmins to Hearst. This includes ensuring the child
care providers receive the support and professional development training they need to include
all children in having positive early childhood education experiences. Inclusive Childcare
Resource Consultants also provide support to families of children with special needs in obtaining
necessary services, equipment, and case management.

CDCRS services are funded by Cochrane District Social Services Administration Board and
delivered through Community Living Timmins. There is no charge to parents or childcare centres
for using the consultation services and the child does not need a formal diagnosis to be referred.
Referrals to the program can be made by childcare educators, parents, doctors, or therapists.
Services are available in French and English.

The presenters mentioned that there are really good success stories already and their goal is to
make sure no child is left behind by reducing systemic barriers. They will partner with school
boards to facilitate training and to ensure inclusion through transition to school. Their intention
is to hold “Family Nights” and “Lunch and Learns”, and give parents All About Me binders to store
all assessments, cards, information on child’s IEP process, etc. They will collaborate with their
partners to enhance services by creating policies and procedures for the childcare centres,
provide semi-annual developmental assessments to all children in childcare centres, and enter
into a relationship with EarlyOn Centres to provide consultations and strategies.

Special Education Funding 2018-2019

Daphne Brumwell explained that based on historical funding data, it appears as though we have
had a substantial increase in Special Education Funding for 2018-2019. However, about $430,000
of the variance under the Differentiated Special Education Needs Amount (DSENA) is related
specifically to the creation of a Multi-Disciplinary Team. Though we are pleased with seeing even
a small increase, we continue to fund Special Education services at a rate of just over 10% more
than we receive in funding dollars annually.

Integrated Services for Northern Children (ISNC) Funding

Daphne Brumwell reported that the board has received the 2018-2019 ISNC agreement for the
same amount of funds we have been receiving for many, many years ($194,310). We are the
banker board for this initiative and work collaboratively with DSBONE to manage these funds.
Between April 2017 and March 2018, we have spend the following using ISNC funds:

Parents Reaching Out Grant Application

Daphne Brumwell shared that a decision was made not to move forward with a regional Parents
Reaching Out (PRO) grant application at this time.

We are
hopeful we can reconsider an application next year. It was suggested by a member of SEAC that
we consider having an ad-hoc committee be responsible for this next year. This item will be on
the September SEAC Meeting agenda in order to plan for it prior to receiving the memo.
